One of my earliest recollections of Yawgoog was Prince Philips Island.  It kind of fascinated me because there was an Island in the middle of Yawgoog Pond that we could visit.  OK The first year I was there we were allowed to row or canoe and land on King Philip’s Island. That year I believe it was 1975 they had the Indian Lore station on the Island.  When you came on shore you were welcomed by the Indian Tee Pee and the staff that served as the Indian Lore merit badge counselors. I believe it was the following year we went back to Yawgoog and were informed that the island was now part of an environmental protection project and no one was allowed on the island at all. 

This was the rule until maybe around year 2001 that we were able to go on shore and explore the Island.  I still do not think they ever allowed camping on the Island as they have on the other parts of the Lake.

It is interesting it seems it was the first and last years’ of my visits that the island was open to scouts.  Let me know what they are doing this year and have a great time.
